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1- ANDREW  McDONALD    Born about 1724 in Scotland.  He moved with their 

    family to America somewhere around 1754 to 1761.  He purchased land from Magnus and Mary

    Tate on November 2, 1762 near Arden, Berkley County WV.  They were Presbyterians in a largely 

    Presbyterian place.  Perhaps the Tuscarora Presbyterian Church nearby provided educational 

    opportunities to his family.  It is known that all his sons could read and write.  He also could read 

    and write.  In 1777 he served as a private in Captain John Winston’s Co, of the Virginia Regiment, 

    commanded by Colonel Charles Lewis.  His militia service was probably made in short enlistments 

    during the winter season for he was farming at the time.  It is recorded that he furnished grain and 

    other supplies for the use of the Army.  He died the latter part of March in 1799 at his home in 

    Arden.  He probably was buried in the Tuscarora (Presbyterian) Church Cemetery near Arden WV.  

    Family tradition holds that three of Andrew’s brothers settled in the same year in the same area, 

    Angus, Alexander, and Robert.  Their kinship is unsupported by any documentation, but neither has 

    it been disproven by any evidence.

          They were married in 1748 in Scotland.  They had five known children: JAMES, William, 

          Andrew, Jr., Mary, and Hester Elizabeth.

She 

                 was the daughter of James Hair of Gerrardstown.  He enlisted for three years as a private in 

                 Captain’s Winston’s Company of the Virginia Regiment.  On October 12, 1801 he sold his 

                 half interest in the home place to Samuel Chenoweth for $960.00.  He and his family moved 

                 west to what is now Washington County PA.  Six of their eight children were born before 

                 they moved to western Pennsylvania in 1803.  Little is known of this family.

            2- Mary McDonald    Born in 1756.  Married George Lamon, Sr. in 1785.  The ceremony was 

                 performed by the Rev. Hugh Vance of the Tuscarora (Presbyterian) Church.  She died 

                 in 1833.  They had five children: George, Jr. (Married Elizabeth Ward of Bunker Hill WV in 

                 1824. She was the daughter of Jacob and Hester Miller Ward.), John, Anna Aurra (married 

                  Joseph Maslin of Bunker Hill), Eleanor (or Elizabeth) (married George Bowels), and 

                  Hesther (married Joseph Brown in1808).  George enlisted under Lt. Adam Wallace of the 

                  7th Virginia Regiment.  The Regiment marched out of Stauton VA and he was wounded at 

                 Bufords (Bradford’s) defeat and taken prisoner.

            2- Hester Elizabeth McDonald    Born in 1758 and died about 1800.  She was known as 

                 Elizabeth.  She married Samuel Price of Berkeley County WV.  He died before 1799.  They

                 had one daughter, Hester Price.  She was mentioned in her grandfather’s (Andrew 1724-

                 1799) will.  She married Thomas Yates.

2- JAMES McDONALD     Born in 1752 in Scotland.  He came to America with his parents 

    sometime between 1754-1762.  He lived on the home place at Arden WV.  He served as his father’s 

    executor and sold half of his property to Samuel Chenoweth in 1815.  He then lived several years in 

    a old log house on the southern half of the property until dividing the property between his two sons, 

    WILLIAM and Robert.  He and Isabella moved to Brooke County, VA, north of Wheeling WV in 

    1825 near many of their children.  He died there about 1830.

      + Isabella Burns   Born in 1766.  She was the daughter of William and Joanna Van Metre of 

         Martinsburg WV.  Isabella and James were married about 1782.  They had ten known children:

         John, Robert, Elizabeth, William, Andrew, Isabella, Joannah, George Washington, Angelina, 

         and James, Jr.  She died in 1840 at her home north of Wheeling at Wellsburg.

           3- John McDonald   1783 – 1840   He married Mary Jane Silver 1791 – 1869.  She was the 

              daughter of James and Jane Morton Silver.  Mary’s sister, Margaret, married John’s brother, 

              James.  John and Mary had six children: Franklin E. McDonald  1815 -    , James McDonald 

              1820 -      , John Connell McDonald  1825 –    ,Morton McDonald  1825 -     , Smith 

              McDonald, and a daughter who died as a young adult.  Mary also raised a boy named John 

              Stone who was born in 1845.  At the age of thirty in 1813 John raised money and equipped the 

              1sst Ohio Regiment, known as McDonald’s Infantry.  John was the Colonel of the regiment.  

              About 1815 he liquidated his assets in Eastern West Virginia and settled in Belmont County, 

              Ohio (across the river from Wheeling WV).    

          3- Robert McDonald  1784 – 1860  He married Mary Lyle Campbell in 1823.  She was the 

              widow of Sheriff  James Campbell.  She had a son to James Campbell, Jr.  Robert purchased 

              half of his parent’s farm when they moved to the Ohio Valley north of Wheeling WV in 1825. 

              His brother William purchased the other half.  Robert was a friend of Congressman James 

              Faulkner, a fellow Whig Party member and an abolitionist.  Robert shared the anti-slavery 

              sentiments of his mother and grandmother.  Abolitionist sentiment was stronger among 

              Virginians than New Englanders until about 1850, particular among the slaveholding first 

              families.  The Martinsburg Gazette was once an abolitionist newspaper and Robert’s name was 

              used in numerous anti-Jackson articles.  The Wig Party was a minority party in the Berkley 

              County, but had surprisingly great support among the old families of the area - the 

              McDonalds, the Van Meters, the Burns, the Pitzers, the Campbells, the Silvers, and the 

              Falkners.  Robert died on part of the same property near Arden where he was born.

4- JAMES   WILLIAM   McDONALD   Born January 23, 1837 at home at the old 

    home place (Glencoe).  He grew up near Darkesville and was educated in private schools of 

    Gerrardstown WV.  In addition to regular subjects they were taught singing and the use of musical 

    instruments.  He played both the flute and the violin whenever the musical urge struck him.  He 

    stood about six feet, five inches tall and was of a massive physique.  He didn’t serve in the Civil 

    War, but the title of Colonel Jim was bestowed upon him by his friends and it stayed.  As the only 

    son, it was necessary for him to stay home to support his mother and sisters after his father’s death.  

    This was difficult as both armies traveled through the area and would confiscate anything that they 

    could use.  The only way they could keep a wagon was to take off one wheel and keep it hid when 

    soldiers were in the area.  His father’s land was divided into five shares, one to each heir,  James 

    purchased his mother’s and sisters’ shares and farmed in his own right.  He lived at the ‘old home 

    place’(Glencoe) until 1880.  He then purchased ‘Spring Hill Farm’ in Darkesville from Joshua 

    Flagg and moved there.  He was very fortunate in business.  During his later years he purchased the 

    ‘Stewart Place’ directly across the pike from Spring Hill Farm, also Burkhart land and the Mayers 

    place which joined the William McDonald place on the west.  He was well known.  He was one of 

    the founders of the Citizens National Bank of Martinsburg, owned a square of real estate on 

    Winchester Avenue in Martinsburg , was a Knight Templar, and active in the Republican Party.  He 

    was a family loving man.  Nothing pleased him more than to get his family together and “go places”.  

    He attained success in his middle age.  His later days were comparatively easy, and he traveled much 

    in the East and made three trips to the Pacific Coast.  He died December 24, 1911 of pneumonia at 

    Spring Hill Farm and was buried with Masonic honors at Green Hill Cemetery, Martinsburg.  He left 

    no will.  His widow reserved her third in the land and was given the Spring Hill Farm and other land.  

    The remainder was sold at public sale.  Their daughter Mary Anna McDonald Miller purchased the 

    Stewart Place.  Her son ERNEST  F. purchased the remainder of the land.  The money, the bank 

    stock, and other securities were divided among the heirs.

      +Alice May Stewart  Born February 23, 1855 near Bunker Hill WV.  She was the youngest 

        daughter of David (March 9, 1817-October 21, 1889) and Susan Ann Mong (March 22, 1812- 

        April 18, 1873) Stewart and who were married February 10, 1842.  James and Alice were married 

        September 2, 1873 at Bunker Hill WV.  After the death of her husband she continued to live at 

        Spring Hill for a few years with her son Bruce.  About 1915 she purchased 445 Winchester 

        Avenue, Martinsburg WV and lived there several years.  Sometime later she sold this property and 

        purchased a home on West King Street, Martinsburg, where she lived until her death.  A woman 

        of tremendous vitality, she had never been ill until a few weeks before her death.  She died on July 

        3, 1926, at home and was buried in the family lot in Green Hill Cemetery, Martinsburg WV.

She continued to 

                  tend her flock of chickens into her mid-eighties to get her egg money.  She was  

                  barely five feet tall and less than one hundred pounds, but she had a big heart with 

                  unending energy, charm, and wit.  She was a gracious host, good cook, and most 

                  Sunday dinners would find her table full of family and friends.  In 1964 the farm was 

                 sold to her grandson Charles “Bub” Wall McDonald.  She and Ernest had raised

                 Bub and his sister, Margaret “Peg” McDonald Turner after the death of their mother   

                 in 1929.

                  6– James Ernest McDonald   March 23, 1898 – February 27, 1988  Born near Darkesvile 

                       on the old home place.  He helped his father plant their first orchard in 1905 at age six.  

                       He was a graduate of Martinsburg High School and a 1922 graduate of West Virginia 

                       University with a degree in Horticulture.  He worked on the family farm a year before 

                       going to college, because this was during World War I and help was scarce.  At the 

                       University he was an outstanding wrestler on WVU’s first wrestling team.  He maintained 

                       his wrestling weight throughout his years.  In the years after college he developed a very 

                       successful large orchard operation at Arden WV.  As his sons became of age they joined 

                       the orchard operation and in 1967 the business was incorporated as ‘J. E. McDonald and 

                       Sons, Inc’.  There were over 700 acres with around 500 acres of fruit, a large modern 

                       packing house, and cold storage.  Their specialty was producing high quality fruit for the 

                       fresh fruit market.  The fruit orchard was sold in 1987.  He was active in many local, state, 

                       and national organizations.  About 1946 he along with his brother, Richard and another 

                       investor, built and started ‘Martinsburg Frozen Food.  Around 1950 he helped form Knouse 

                       Foods Cooperative, an apple processing cooperative, and was elected to the Board of 

                       Directors.  It was headquartered in Peach Glenn PA and for the a number of years operated  

                       three plants.  He served on the Board for many years along with his brother, Richard.  He 

                       was named WHO’S WHO IN WEST VIRGINIA.  He was a Republican and a Methodist.  

                       He loved trees and all of nature.  He was well liked and was always willing to lend a 

                       helping hand.  Many area people got their first job working on his orchard.  He and his wife 

                       Dorothy hosted many dinners for family and friends at their home.  He enjoyed his family, 

                       his church, and his many friends.
