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WILL  OF  ANDREW  McDONALD

     I Andrew McDonald of said county and commonwealth being at present tho weak in body yet sound in mind and memory through the tender mercy of the great creator and preserver of men, but calling to mind the uncertainty of this frail and mortal life and that it is appointed for all men once to die and after death the Judgment do make and ordain this my last will and Testament in manner and form following,

     First and principally I recommend my soul to the merciful hand of my creator with an humble hope through the merits of my blessed savior and redeemer to find mercy and pardon for all my sins and my body to the earth from whence it was taken to be decently buried in a Christian like manner at the direction of my Executors hereafter named and as for such worldly goods & estate with which kind providence has been pleased to bless me with I give and bequeath in the following manner.  Imprimis I will that all my just debts and funeral charges be fully paid and satisfied.

     Item, I give and bequeath to my loving wife Hester McDonald her bed and the furniture thereunto belonging and one third part of all my movable or personal estate together with the yearly interest of one third part of all the price of the land and plantation which lands and plantation I will  and so hereby authorize my Executors hereafter named to see sold soon as conveniently may be after my decease and the said one third of the price of all my movable or personal estate to be disposed of as my wife Hester McDonald shall think fit, and further I give and bequeath to her my said wife Hester my negro woman named Pegg and her child named Villet to be disposed of as she may think fit.

     Item, I give and bequeath to my sons William McDonald, James McDonald and Andrew McDonald an equal share of all the remainder of my movable or personal estate to them their heirs and assigns.

     Item, I give and bequeath to my Grand daughter Hester Price the sum of twenty pounds current money.

     I give and bequeath to my son in law George Lemen the sum of fifty pounds current money, also a bond of his to be given up unto him of forty three pounds current money, to him his heirs and assigns.

     And further my Will is that my negro lad named Bill be sold with my other personal estate and the money arising from this sale be equally divided between my three sons William, James, and Andrew as before mentioned.

     And further that the money herein bequeathed to my Grand daughter and son in law be paid unto them as soon as may be convenient.

     And appoint my trusty friend James Campbell Esquire and James McDonald my son joint Executors of this my last Will and testament hereby impowering and authorizing them or actin to execute such Deed or Deeds as may be deemed lawful and sufficient to convey and for the safe holding of my said Lands to the purchaser his heirs and assigns forever hereby revoking and making void all former and other Wills testaments legacies and executors ratifying and confirming this and this only to be my last Will and testament.
